Endicia users can now print the complete Express Mail shipping label
using an ordinary laser or inkjet printer without manually filling out
multi-part Express Mail forms. Users simply provide the destination
address and select options for signature waiver, weekend, and holiday
delivery. Users can also check the USPS delivery commitment for the
destination of their package, and they can print a receipt for their
records when they print the label. As with Electronic Delivery
Confirmation, users get the added convenience of 1-click status
checks on all their packages. This eliminates the need for keeping
receipts or tracking numbers and typing that information in every time
they need to get a package status. 

Also in this release, users can now send 1-click email notifications to
their recipients informing them of their package shipment. These email
notifications include both the package tracking number and a hyperlink
that takes the recipient directly to the status page for that package.
